
Breaking News: Pirates Spotted in Hong Kong Waters 

Last Seen Heading for Hong Kong Disneyland 

HONG KONG (April 12, 2007) The sun shone bright over the glimmering Victoria Harbor today as a pirate ship complete with a sail bearing a Jolly Mickey emerged from the distance.

According to witnesses lining the Tsim Sha Tsui waterfront, the sound of loud singing and undecipherable “pirate talk” overtook the waters as the ship sailed through the Harbor.

The first sightings were reported at approximately 9:15am, with the ship described to be carrying a large group of loud and craggy looking pirates led by a dominant and particularly bad-mannered male.

The ship’s captain has been described as approximately 35 years old with long brown hair, alluring brown eyes, and wearing tatty clothing.  His drunken movements are big and loud, drawing a lot of attention from the waterfront.
